Nagoya Castle was built through the mobilization of many daimyo
by order of Tokugawa leyasu, the first Tokugawa shogun. Its main
and sub tower keeps were completed in 1612. In 1930, the then
Ministry of the Imperial Household donated the castle to Nagoya
City. The tower keeps, Hommaru Palace and other buildings were
the first castle buildings to be designated as national treasures.
However, unfortunately, the tower keeps, Hommaru Palace and
other major buildings were burned down in 1945 during the Pacific
War. The current tower keeps are steel-framed reinforced concrete
structures that were rebuilt after the war with large donations from
citizens, but half a century has passed since its reconstruction, and
issues such as aging equipment and ensuring earthquake resistance
have arisen. In order to overcome such issues and promote
understanding of the essential value of the Nagoya Castle Ruins, a
special historical site, we are proceeding with the restoration of the
wooden tower keeps based on a rich collection of materials that
have survived to the present day, such as the Kinjo Onkoroku, the
Showa Jissokuzu, and glass plate negatives.

Nagoya Castle’s Hommaru Palace was built as the residence of
Tokugawa Yoshinao, the first lord of Owari Domain, and as the
administrative office of the domain. Later it also served as
accommodations for shoguns during their trips to Kyoto. It is one of the
most typical buildings in Japan adopting the modern Shoin-zukuri style,
and consists of magnificent structures with a total floor area of
approximately 3,100 square meters, containing over 30 rooms. It was
burned down during the war in 1945, but restoration work started in
2009.

1933, it has been a core city government facility. Its external design
features a Japanese-style tile roof on a modern building in an “Early
Modern Style Based on Japanese Aesthetics”. The proposal by architect
Hirabayashi Kingo was selected from 559 applicants in an open contest. Its
53.5 meter clock tower stands front and center, and the top of the tower
has a double-layered roof with Shachihoko (mythical carp) facing in four
directions, in this design that harmonizes with Nagoya Castle. Creative
walls make use of local specialty tiles, and the interior features a clever
blend of traditional Japanese design elements into a Western architectural
style. It is highly regarded as an early Showa commemorative government
building, and it was designated as a Nationally Important Cultural
Property along with the adjacent Aichi Prefectural Government Office in
December 2014.
